THE BRITISH EMPIRE MEDAL IS MADE OF SILVER
ON THE OBVERSE IS BRITANNIA WITH "FOR MERITORIOUS SERVICE"
ON THE REVERSE IS KING GEORGE V's IMPERIAL AND ROYAL CYPHER
WITH THE WORDS "INSTITUTED BY KING GEORGE V"
AND THE NAME OF THE RECIPIENT IS ENGRAVED ON THE RIM.

THE GRAND MASTER OF THE ORDER IS PRINCE PHILIP, DUKE OF EDINBURGH
THE CHAPEL OF THE ORDER IS IN THE CRYPT OF ST. PAUL'S CATHEDRRAL
